“Let every American, every lover of liberty, every well-wisher to his posterity, swear by 
the blood of the Revolution never to violate in the least particular the laws of the country; and 
never to tolerate their violation by others.  As the patriots of Seventy-six did to support the 
Declaration of Independence, so to the support of the Constitution and laws let every American
