point per gift donated to a veteran in a VA hospital or nursing home; 10 points for each special obser-
vance attended with veterans organizations (Memorial Day, Flag Day, Pearl Harbor Day, Etc); 25 points 
for special observance sponsored by chapter with veterans organization, 25 points for marking a grave 
of a Revolutionary War Veteran; 1 point for each magazine or book donated to a VA hospital or nursing 
home; 25 points for a chapter member being appointed to a United Veterans Council or equivalent or-
ganization.
