Arriving in early June, troops were landed on Long Island (now called the Isle
of Palms,) near Sullivan’s Island where Colonel William Moultrie commanded a
partially constructed fort in preparation for a naval bombardment and land
assault. The naval assault had little effect, due to the sandy soil and spongy nature of the fort’s palmetto log
construction. It was rumored that cannonballs fired from British ships at the fort bounced back to damage the
ships. Col. Moultrie’s design of the original flag flown over the fort (and both) were named in honor of his
service and defense. The flag was later modified to show a Palm tree.
