On the 15" a military Ball called “Boots to Books” was held
at the Katy Depot in Denison and would be a fund raiser for scholarships to be given to
Veterans. This was the first fund raiser of this type. The meal would be prepared by the
Colleges Culinary students. Rear Admiral William “Bill” Retz, U. S. Navy (Retired)
spoke briefly about the newly formed scholarship foundation. After dinner the guest
were entertained by comedian Jose Sarduy (Air Force). Color Guard members were Don
Babbs, T. L. Holden, and Ted Wilson.

A Texas welcome was given to the traveling “Eyes of Freedom” Memorial at the
Texas Tourist Information Center on highway 75, and again at Grayson College. A
police escort of approximately fifteen cars and nine patriot riders accompanied them to
Grayson College where they were met by a cheering crowd and a band. This was the
first time for this memorial to be in Texas. Prior to this it had traveled through thirty-two
states. It is made up of eight life-size panels of the men from Lima company, 3"
Battalion, 25™ Regiment, who had died in service to their country while deployed to
Iraq. All total twenty-two marines and one Navy Corpsman. Their vehicles were struck
by two very large roadside bombs.

These panels are the work of Anita Miller, an acclaimed Ohio artist. Along with
each person pictured on a panel are a pair of their combat boots displayed below them.
Once you visit this memorial you will know why it is called “Eyes of Freedom,” Cpl
Mike Strahle, a Purple Heart combat vet who served alongside the fallen, is the
spokesman for the memorial and gives a detailed account of what happened. He tells
about the bronze statue kneeling looking over dog tags (also by anita Miller).
